Course Contents:
Unit- I: Family, Community & Society

a. Concept of Family and society. Growing up in the family - dynamics and impact.
Community (PRIs and other community-based organizations). Human Values-Concept
& importance. Gender justice: concepts & needs. Old age problems and care. Impact
of modernization on family: Definition, nature and effects of modernization.

b. Organisation of Family and Child Care: Philosophy of family and child Care
programme. Nutrition: calories, protein and vitamin requirements of the child during
development stages. Balanced diet. Nutrition education. Prevention of diseases caused
by some deficiency. Common ailments of infancy and childhood, infectious diseases,
immunization, booster doses. Role of Government and voluntary agencies in the
development of Family and child care programme with special reference to: Integrated
Child Development Service (ICDS), applied nutrition programme, mid-day meal
programme, and special nutrition programme. Maternity and child care: Mother mental
and physical health care during pregnancy and delivery. Child development from
conception till maturity — role of parents. Peer groups, school community in
socialization of the child health programme. Common ailments of infancy and child
hood, infectious diseases, immunization, booster doses.

c. Population dynamics and family planning; Population problems, goals of family
planning, methods of family planning, methods and media of communication in family
planning. Population education and the role of NSS.

d. Prevention and control of communicable diseases: infectious diseases, mass
communication and the role of NSS.

e. Community Mobilization: Mapping of Community Stakeholders. Designing the
message in the context of the problem and the culture of the community. Identifying
methods of Mobilization. Youth-Adult Partnership.

1. Definition and Profile of youth. Importance of youth for society. National youth policy.
Other youth programme / schemes of GOI.
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2. Current issues and social problems. Poverty, ill health, illiteracy, rapid population growth,
youth employment and under employment. Nature of social deviance, delinquency and
crime, beggary, corruption, adulteration hoarding, profiteering, dowry system, etc. Problems
of physically and mentally handicapped. Problems of socially/ educationally backward
communities’ i.e. Schedule castes Schedule tribes and Denitrified Tribes.
